Reprieve for Lex Talionis Death-Row Convicts

- Reprieve for 40 lex talionis death-row convicts owing to efforts by the
Dispute Settlement Board in Sistan and Baluchestan Province during the
March 21, 2021-March 20 period, 2022, as well as for 3 others during the
March 21, 2022-April 20, 2022 period; :
: - Reprieve for 12 lex talionis death-row convicts in Ardebil Province dur-
ing the March 21, 2021-March 20 period owing to efforts by benefactors
and provincial judiciary; :

- Reprieve for 17 lex talionis death-row convicts in Lorestan Province
during the March 21, 2021-March 20 period owing to efforts by provincial
Dispute Settlement Board; .

- Release of a lex talionis death-row convict in Fereydounkenar city in

Mazandaran Province after 24 years following pardon by the next-of-kin
to the victim on April 17,2022.

Social Security Policies Promulgated

On April 10, 2022, the Supreme Leader communicated the social secu-
rity general policies to the heads of the three branches of Government
and the chairman of the Expediency Council. The policies include provid-
ing public welfare, eradicating poverty and deprivation, supporting social
service target groups like orphans, persons with disabilities and the elder-
ly with a view to scuppering unnecessary entities and removing undue
discrimination and benefiting from public partnership, envisaged for a

six-month period.
