Key Non-Judicial Measures

Free Nutriton for Pupils Starting 23 September 2022

As per the announcement made by the Ministry of Education on
24 July 2022, the all-free nutrition scheme, which includes milk and
bread enriched with vitamin D and zinc, will be implemented from
23 September 2022, covering at least 3 to 5 million pupils.

Free Electricity Costs for Nearly One Million Customers
According to the announcement made by the Grid Management
Company on 25 July 2022, nearly 30% of about three million
subscribers covered by the Imam Khomeini Relief Foundation and
the State Welfare Organization have so far been subject to zero or
free electricity tariffs.

IRR50bn Allocated to Nomadic Areas of Dahaghan District in
Isfahan Province
As perthe announcement made by the Head of the Nomads'Affairs
Organizations on 29 July 2022, IRR40bn worth of credit for bitumen
were allocated for the construction and repair of access roads and
IRR10bn were paid for drinking water supply infrastructure in the
city of Dahaghan.

According to the announcement made by the Head of the Nomads'
Affairs Organizations on 30 July 2022, owing to follow-ups carried
out by the Islamic Consultative Assembly, the budget allocated

for the Nomads’ Affairs Organization increased significantly this

year and IRR1600bn have been put aside for the nomadic projects
in Isfahan province. Given that the most important problems and
needs of nomads pertain to water and roads, the water and road
budget of nomads living in Isfahan increased 20 times in 2022, and

IRR430bn have been allocated for other sectors.

Insurance Coverage for 119 Commonly Used Drugs

As per the announcement made by the Food and Drug
Administration of the Islamic Republic of Iran on 30 July 2022, and
following the implementation of a pharmaceutical plan from 14 July
2022, the fees for 119 over-the-counter drugs have been calculated
with insurance coverage. The said pharmaceuticals are in 6 groups:
cold, digestive, skin products, laxative and anti-congestion, anti-
cough.

Allocation of IRR500bn to Complete Sports Project for War

Veterans & Persons with Disabilities Living in Alborz Province

On 1 August 2022, as per the announcement made by the Director-
General of Sports and Youth Department of Alborz province,
over IRR500bn were allocated to complete the sports project for
persons with disabilities and war veterans, thanks to follow-ups of
the Ministry of Sports and Youth and the assistance of the Sports
Facilities Development and Equipping Company.

On 2 August 2022, during a ceremony attended by the Minister
of Economy, an MoU worth IRR400,000bn to create employment

across the Country was signed between the Barkat Foundation and
8 banks. The MoU will be implemented in more than 400 cities with-
in two years, and over 400,000 jobs will be created by the Executive
Headquarters of Imam’s Order by March 2023.

Pedestrian Accessibility & Roads Adjustments in Tehran
As per the announcement made by the deputy mayor of Tehran
on 3 August 2022, a scheme for pedestrian accessibility and roads
adjustments for persons with disabilities and war veterans have
been started concomitant with the implementation of pilot projects
for the improvement of the 22 districts of the city of Tehran in 2022.

Amblyopia Screening for Children Aged 3 to 6 years in
Less-Privileged Areas
On 3 August 2022, according to the announcement made by
the head of the State Welfare Organization, amblyopia screening
for children aged 3 to 6 years living in less-privileged areas would
thenceforth be covered by the said Organization. 2,800,000 children
underwent amblyopia screening last year.

Non-execution of death penalty pronounced against 6 convicts

by virtue of lex talionis after securing pardon from the families of
the victims;

Release of 146 prisoners owing to efforts made by benefactors
and the Diya Committee;

Accommodating 139 people without fit guardians in welfare
centers;

Release of 1,425 prisoners;

Furlough for 6,194 prisoners, 365 of whom were granted end-of-
sentence furlough;

Inauguration of Media Dispute Settlement Body in Alborz
province

On 18 August 2022 and 72 hours after the Chief of the Judiciary
proposed in a meeting with media experts to establish a “Media
Dispute Settlement Body”, the said authority was formed and
started working in Alborz province. The Media Dispute Settlement
Body - in cooperation with the Deputy of Development of Dispute
Conciliation, Public Relations Center of the Alborz Province Justice
Administration, General-Directorate of Culture and Islamic Guidance,
and Press House of Alborz Province — was established with the aim
of honoring media experts of the said province, and using capacity
thereof to engage in negotiations so as to secure compromise in
media-related cases. The branch operates within the General-
Directorate of Culture and Islamic Guidance of Alborz Province in
the city of Karaj, deals with complaints filed therein against media
experts, and seeks to secure compromise between parties to the
conflict.

Key Non-Judicial Measures

Increasing Employment Loans to IRR3bn for Clients

As per the announcement of the Imam Khomeini Relief Founda-
tion on 15 August 2022, the employment loan limit for applicants
and the needy engaged in specific occupations was increased to IR-
R3bn owing to the approval of the Money and Credit Council. The
said Council, according to an enactment passed in 2021, had set IRR-
1bn as the limit for employment loans for the needy on the strength
of Note 16 of the enactment in question.




As per the announcement made by the Mayor of District 6 of Teh-
ran on 10 August 2022, efforts to ensure pedestrian accessibility and
roads adjustments for persons with disabilities and the elderly are
underway. The scheme has already been implemented in other dis-
tricts of the city of Tehran.

According to an announcement made on 21 August 2022 by the
Director General of the Nomads’ Affairs of West Azerbaijan province,
based upon an MoU, the Power Distribution Company has prom-
ised to provide solar panels to the nomads, with facilitations set to
be provided thereto by the Nomads Affairs’ Organization from inter-
nal sources thereof. In this regard, 70 devices have been distributed
among the nomads this year so far and 230 more devices have been
purchased, which will be provided thereto.

On 14 August 2022, according to the announcement of the Minis-

try of Education, a plan to distribute free food to schools located in

less-privileged areas of the Country was implemented, for which IRR
11,500,000,000 has been allocated.




As per the announcement of the Head of the Nomadic Education
Department of the General-Directorate of Education in West
Azerbaijan on 15 August 2022, the facilities needed by nomadic and
schools located in less-privileged areas worth IRR 10,300,000,000,
and will be prepared by the Ministry of Education for the new
academic year in order to improve the quality of education activities
therein and develop educational justice. Planning to hold one-
month preschool classes in bilingual areas, screening 100% of new
students, identifying and recruiting nomadic students who have
dropped out of school, and improving the quality of teaching and
learning activities are among the important priorities of nomadic
education.

On 16 August 2022, according to the announcement made by the

Nomadic Affairs’ Organization, the Basij, the Veterinary Organization

and the Nomadic Affairs’ Organization itself are cooperating with
each other to implement a plan to provide free vaccination for no-
mads'’ livestock.

The Children’s TV channel plans to broadcast a part of its’ live and
pre-recorded programs with deaf interface as of 18 August 2022.

According to the announcement of the Islamic Consultative As-
sembly on 17 August 2022, salaries of social security pensioners will
increase by 38%.




Free Hearing Aids for Under-6s
Accordingtotheannouncement made by Deputy for Rehabilitation
of the State Welfare Organization on 18 August 2022, hearing
impaired children under 6 years of age will receive hearing aids and
cochlear implantation all free of charge.

Provision of Free Veterinary Services in Nomadic Areas of Fars
Province: Plans for Nationwide Coverage to Materialize by End
of Year

On 18 August 2022, the Deputy Minister of Agriculture Jihad and
the head of the Veterinary Organization announced the beginning
of a drill to provide free veterinary services to people living in
nomadic areas of Fars province with the participation of 625 jihadists
in the form of 125 specialized jihadi veterinary teams consisting of
students, professors and veterinarians. During the drill, free season-
appropriate vaccines will be injected simultaneously in all nomadic
areas by veterinary jihadist groups with the cooperation of the
General Directorate of Nomadic Affairs of Fars province, Eradication
of Deprivation Headquarters and the IRGC of Nomads in Fars
Province. By the end of the year, drills of such nature will have been
held in nomadic areas across all provinces.

100% Insurance Coverage for Pregnant Mothers Until Child
Reaches 2

According to the announcement made by the Vice Presidency of Wom-
en and Family Affairs on 19 August 2022, 100% insurance coverage for
pregnant mothers and their children until the reach 2 years of age, 100%
insurance coverage for children up to 5 years of age, and 100% insurance
coverage of natural birth rates in pubic and State-owned centers - all of
which are considered as new achievements — will continue with no end in

sight.
