Establishing a Special Branch in Qazvin Court to Deal With 

Crimes Caused by 8 Years of Imposed War & Terrorism

A special branch for dealing with crimes caused by imposed war 
and terrorism was established in Qazvin Court on 10 September 
2022. In line with Article 5 of the Islamic Penal Code, enacted in 2013, 
the said branch will deal with the complaints of martyrs, veterans, 
released prisoners of war, the families of martyrs against the Iraqi 
Baath regime and the terrorist Monafeqeen terrorists who are led 
and backed by Massoud and Maryam Rajavi as well as their agents, 
as well as countries that support and host terrorism.
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Formation of 5 Trade Union Reconciliation Committees in Yazd 

Province Chamber of Trade Unions

On 10 September 2022 and seven days after the Chief of the 
Judiciary emphasized during his visit to Yazd Province on the 
use of reconciliation boards in settling claims and disputes, five 
conciliation committees were established by the Yazd Province 
Chamber of Guilds in the trades of “car showroom owners, real 
estate consultants, car repairers, wood industries and aluminum 
craftsmen” was opened in Yazd Province Chamber of Guilds.

Competition of 4,000 Inmates in “Festival of Prisoners’ Skill 

Competitions” at Country Level

On 18 September 2022, the State Prisons Organization, in 
cooperation with the Iran Technical & Vocational Training 
Organization, organized the “Prisoners’ Open Skill Competition 
Festival” intending to promote and develop skill training among 
prisoners, discovering talents and creating suitable opportunities 
for the flourishing of skills thereof and creating a stable employment 
environment for prisoners during imprisonment and after release 
among 3930 prisoners in 29 provinces of the country in 8 skill fields.

Signing off on Instructions for Observing Rights of Defendants 

Under Observation in Obvious Crimes 

by Qazvin Prosecutor General 

On 20 September 2022, the Prosecutor General of Qazvin Province 
issued instructions on respecting the rights of the accused under 
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observation in apparent crimes to the police command and security 
bodies of the province. The instruction touches upon the modus 
operandi of bailiffs and the legal provisions of the cases in terms 
of the “right to know what charges have been made against them, 
right to remain silent, principle of obtaining legitimate evidence, 
right to meet with defense lawyer, right to inform the family or 
acquaintances by phone, right to access a doctor, right to record the 
accused’s information and include it in the file by the bailiffs, right 
to write the contents by the accused himself, right to be present at 
the first administrative time in the prosecutor’s office, right not to be 
forced to include fingerprints under the minutes, etc.”

Financial Support for Released Convicts 

with Business Ideas & Plans

As per the announcement of the Director General of Prisons of 
Khorasan Razavi Province on 20 September 2022, following the 
approval of the Government and the Parliament, necessary credits 
have been considered in the budget bill as a self-employment facility 
for the released convicts. This facility is given as initial capital to all 
prisoners who have been incarcerated for at least three months, who 
no more than one year has passed since their release, and who have 
business ideas or plans in accordance with the rules and regulations 
of the banking system.
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Key Measures Implemented by Kurdistan Province Justice 

Administration for Human & Citizenship Rights

According to a report presented to the High Council for Human 
Rights by the Yazd Province Justice Administration, the following 
measures were taken in order to promote human and citizenship 
rights from 23 July to 22 August 2022;

• Release of 827 prisoners;

• Enjoyment of 452 prisoners from furlough;

• End-of-sentence furlough for 86 prisoners;

• Agreeing to withhold punishment for 11 convicts;

• Parole for 9 prisoners;

• Pardon for 4 prisoners;

• Securing pardon from the family of the victim owing to efforts 

made by the Prison’s Support Unit for one convict sentenced to 

death by virtue of lex talionis;

• Release of 28 prisoners using tagging (7 such devices had been 

installed for 7 of them before landing in prison);

• Release of 14 prisoners convicted of unpremeditated and financial 

offenses owing to endeavors made by the Diya Committee;

• Conducting 158 visits to prisons and detention centers by judicial 

officials;

• Agreeing to 31 amnesty and commutation of punishment 

requests by the Committee of Amnesty and Pardon; 

• Payment of IRR5bn worth of facilities to the released convicts; 

and

• Employment for 5 released convicts.
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Opening of Girls’ High School, Enjoyment of Female Students 

of 30 villages in Nurabad-e Dasht Abkhan Village in Sistan & 

Baluchistan Province from Educational Facilities

The operation of building a girls’ high school began in November 
2021 with a credit of more than IRR100bn owing to efforts of the 
Justice Experts’ Association of Tehran and the participation of the 
Organization for Development, Renovation and Equipping Schools 
as well as the support of the General Directorate of Education of 
Sistan and Baluchistan Province. The school was opened on 14 
December 2022 right before the start of the new academic year. 
With the implementation of this project, female students from 30 
villages of the Dash Abkhan district, who had been deprived of 
pursuing education in the secondary level due to the lack of round-
the-clock educational space, will now be able to enjoy the blessing 
of learning.

Construction of 3 New Student Dormitories & Delivery to Min-

istry of Science, Research & Technology 

by Imam Khomeini Relief Foundation

On 23 June 2022, 3 female student dormitories in Birjand, Arak, 
and Bojnoord were opened in a ceremony and delivered to the 
Ministry of Science, Research and Technology with the interim head 
of the Imam Khomeini Relief Foundation in attendance. During the 
inauguration ceremony, he said: “10 female student dormitories 
have so far been built by the Imam Khomeini Relief Foundation all 
over the Country, and the number of dormitories will reach 15 by the

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end of the year. These dormitories can accommodate 3,250 students 
and are 74,000 square meters, for the construction of which a total 
of IRR6500bn have been invested.” Be advised that one of the duties 
of the aforesaid Foundation is to help develop less-privileged areas.

Free Medical Visits for Nomads Living in Sahand

On 24 July 2022, following a one-day presence of a Volunteer 
Basiji Students Group of Maragheh University dubbed “Shahid 
Mahkam”, a total of 60 nomads from the Qerkh Bolagh district in 
Sahand received a free medical visit, medicine, blood pressure, and 
sugar tests. A doctor, a midwife, and a nurse were present in the said 
volunteer group and provided services, examinations, visits, and 
fertility counseling to the nomads therein.

20,000 People in Lorestan Covered by Social Insurance of 

Farmers & Nomads

As per the announcement of the Farmers Insurance Fund on 24 
June 2022, 20,000 villagers and nomads of Lorestan province, based 
upon the planning and targeting done, shall be covered by the 
aforesaid Fund this year. The Farmers Insurance Fund is affiliated with 
the Ministry of Cooperatives, Labour, and Social Welfare, and there 
are currently 86,000 people covered by this insurance institution in 
Lorestan province.
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Allocation of Credit for Provision of Nutritional Supplements 

for Iron Deficiency Among Pregnant Women

As announced by the Director General of Women and Family Affairs 
of the Ilam Provincial Government on 25 June 2021, given the high 
statistics of malnutrition and iron poverty among women in Ilam 
province, the necessary credit has been allocated for the provision 
of iron deficiency supplements for pregnant and lactating women 
as well as female students.

Smartization of 100 Classrooms with Help of Benefactors

According to the announcement made by the Ministry of 
Education and Exceptional Education Organization on 25 June 2022, 
100 classrooms will undergo smartization with the participation 
of donors and benefactors until 22 October 2022. In this regard, 
suitable standardizations have been considered for seven different 
groups of exceptional students. The Renovation Organization has 
provided the standards, with particular attention paid to autism 
schools. There are no special schools for autism in eight provinces, so 
the construction of such schools is on the agenda of the Renovation 
Organization. In nine provinces, the completion of the construction 
of autism schools has started with the cooperation of the said 
Organization. With the help of benefactors, after the smartization of 
100 schools, 330 other schools will undergo the same process in the 
next phase.
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Distribution of over 500 items of sports and

Providing Free Medical Services in 

Less-Privileged Areas of Tehran

On 26 June 2022, according to the announcement of Tehran 
Municipality of District 13,  the implementation of the project 
dubbed “Gharar Salamat, Hal-e Khub-e Ma”3  will be implemented 
with the aim of providing free medical services in different areas 
of Tehran. Raising the level of public health, creating the necessary 
conditions for fair and inclusive access of citizens to appropriate 
healthcare services, and providing health services to less-privileged 
areas are the most important goals of the aforesaid project. Owing 
to the efforts of the Health Department and the House of People’s 
Participation in Health, the plan is implemented for various groups 
of people, especially women and children, and in several fields such 
as ophthalmology, cardiology, dentistry, etc., with the participation 
of prominent doctors and specialists.

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Selling Products for Persons with Disabilities by Launching 

Exclusive Website

The deputy of welfare rehabilitation affairs of Tehran province 
announced on 27 June 2022 the launch of a website for the sale of 
products for persons with disabilities. Referring to “job creation” and 
“getting persons with disabilities out of the home environment” 
as two fundamental objectives pursued by the State Welfare 
Organization to empower persons with disabilities, he said: The 
State Welfare Organization does not seek fake employment; it is 
after sustainable employment for persons with disabilities.

Creation of 300,000 New Jobs by Barkat Foundation of Execu-

tive Headquarters of Imam’s Order by 20 March 2023

According to the CEO of Barkat Foundation, on 27 June 2022, this 
year, 100,000 job creation projects will be launched in less-privileged 
and rural areas, creating 300,000 direct and indirect job opportunities 
for people living therein. The Barkat Foundation currently operates 
in 12,000 villages across the Country and has implemented 200,000 
economic projects in social areas and established micro, small and 
home-based businesses therein.

Insurance Coverage for 70% of Rehabilitation Services Offered 

in Private Sector

As per the announcement of the Minister of Health, Treatment 
and Medical Education on 27 June 2022, it was approved during 
the meeting of the Supreme Council of Health Insurance that the 
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insurance would cover rehabilitation services in the private sector 
up to 70% for ailments such as autism and thalassemia.

Providing Coverage to 137,000 New Pensioner Families by 

State Welfare Organization

According to the announcement of the Vice President of 
Development of Management and Resources of the State Welfare 
Organization on 27 June 2022, 137,000 families who were previously 
receiving pensions from the said Organization would be covered 
and supported by the SWO from April 2022. Out of this number, 
17,000 female-headed households and families thereof, as well as 
120,000 families of persons with severe disabilities in the first to 
seventh deciles, have been waiting to receive pensions.

Increasing Infertility Treatment Services

As announced by the Social Security Organization on 28 June 
2022, based upon the approval of the Supreme Insurance Council, 
the part of infertility treatment services that cannot be provided in 
government medical centers will soon be covered by insurance in 
non-governmental medical centers, the rules, and instructions of 
which shall be announced in the foreseeable future.

Notification of Night Shift Instructions for Pregnant Working 

Mothers

According to the announcement made by the deputy of 
development of management and resources of the Ministry of 
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Health, Treatment and Medical Education on 29 June 2022, the night 
shift has become optional for pregnant working and breastfeeding 
mothers with infants up to two years of age and fathers with 
infants up to one-month-old. The instruction has been issued in 
line with the Law on Supporting Family and Youthful Population. 
Furthermore, according to Article 29 of the said Law, after returning 
to work, mothers can be exempted from the night shift program if 
they wish so until the child is 12 months old; and, if they enroll in 
the shift program, they can use breastfeeding leave for two hours 
during the night shift, and in double shifts, it is one hour per work 
shift.

Delivery of 330 Solar Panels to Nomads 

Living in Chaharmahal & Bakhtiari

As per the announcement of the acting governor of the city of 
Kohrang on 30 June 2022, 330 solar panels have been delivered to 
the nomads.

Providing 4 Free Veterinary Services to Nomads of Firouzkoh

As announced by the Veterinary Department of the city of Firouzkoh 
on 30 June 2022, in line with the elimination of deprivation and in 
order to support production, services including examination and 
diagnosis of livestock and poultry diseases, livestock vaccination, 
training on the prevention of common ailments and disinfection and 
spraying of livestock farms – all free of any charges – are provided to 
nomads living in the aforesaid city. These services will be rendered 
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thereto completely free of charge. By covering less-privileged and 
remote rural and nomadic areas, high-risk and densely populated 
livestock areas will be provided with the aforementioned services in 
60 working days.

Free Physician Consultation for Nomads Based in Firouzkoh

On 1 July 2022, according to an announcement made by the 
public relations center of the health and treatment department 
of Firouzkoh, in order to improve the health level of the nomadic 
and rural community, the nomads received free health services, 
including blood pressure and sugar tests as well as pharmaceutical.

Donation of 4,000 Sets of Dowry to Financially-Incapable 

Couples by the Foundation of the Executive Headquarters of 

Imam’s Order

During a ceremony attended by the Vice President, senior 
managers of the Foundation of the Executive Headquarters of 
Imam’s Order, and the head of the Relief Committee on 2 July 2022, 
dowries were given to 4,000 less-privileged couples across the 
Country, and several dowries donated by the aforesaid Foundation 
reached 21,000.

Free Insurance for Mothers & Infants

According to the announcement of the Director General of Health 
Insurance on 2 July 2022, pregnant women, nursing mothers, and 
babies thereof up to the age of five are covered by health insurance 
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free of charge without income tax assessment.

Holding “My Summer Library” Project Especially for Hearing 

Impaired Children

According to a report presented by the public relations center of 
the General Directorate of Public Libraries of Far Province on 3 July 
2022, a project entitled “My Summer Library” was implemented in 
the public libraries of Shiraz in the summer of 2022 as part of extra-
curriculum programs for deaf children and teenagers.

Compilation of Comprehensive Document to Empower Fe-

male-Headed Households & Accelerate Advancement of Wom-

en’s Status

As per the announcement of the Vice Precedency for Women 
and Family Affairs, the most important measures taken by the 13th 
Administration in the field of women and family is the compilation 
of a Comprehensive Document to Empower Female-Headed 
Households and Accelerate the Advancement of Women’s Status, 
which will be a fundamental and transformational step to help 
women and the family. Compiling the said Document, promoting 
structure for and statues of women in provinces, establishing a 
guarantee fund for female-headed households, facilitating remote 
working for women with children under 6 years of age, providing 
facilities for those born between 21 March 1981 to 20 March 1991, 
employment of women, empowerment and activities thereof in the 
international field are among the most important measures taken 
by the 13th Administration.



Inauguration of Production Line of New Generation Anti-Can-

cer Vaccine & Biological Drugs by Executive Headquarters of 

Imam’s Order

On 6 July 2022, the production complex of biologic drugs of Biosun 
Pharmed Co. was opened in Barkat Pharmaceutical Town in Alborz 
Province, with the Chief of the Judiciary and the head of the Executive 
Headquarters of Imam’s Order in attendance. The establishment and 
launch of the production line of new generation vaccines, including 
the uterine cancer vaccine and the production line of peptide drugs, 
which were materialized owing to efforts and endeavors of young 
Iranian scientists, are only a few of a long list of achievements made 
by the knowledge enterprise in question. These projects have been 
implemented with an investment of IRR20,000bn, which will create 
more than 600 jobs.

Inauguration of 150 Schools Built By Barekat Foundation in 

Less-Privileged Areas

According to the announcement made by the Barekat Foundation 
on 7 September 2022, 150 new schools with 632 classrooms will 
be opened at the beginning of the 2022-2023 academic year in 
less-privileged and rural areas of the Country. With the opening of 
these 150 new schools, the number of schools built by the aforesaid 
Foundation across the Country reaches over 1,950 with nearly 
10,000 classrooms. More than 250 thousand students are currently 
studying in the schools built by the said Foundation.
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Doubling Education Loans for Married Students 

According to the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology 
announcement on 8 September 2022, education loans will be 
doubled for married students to further support the family and 
the youthful population. For example, if a doctoral student who 
received an IRR60mn educational loan last year gets married this 
year, they will receive an education loan worth IRR130mn. The rest 
of the student loans have also doubled compared to the previous 
year.

Granting Rewards Worth up to IRR1bn to Corruption Whistle 

Blowers by the Ministry of Economic Affairs & Finance

As per the announcement of the Ministry of Economic Affairs and 
Finance on 9 September 2022, a cash reward of up to IRR10bn in 
the form of a percentage of the income from the revealing report 
will be paid to the whistleblowers (those reporting corruption). 
Furthermore, providing non-monetary incentives to employee 
whistleblowers is among the enactments of the aforesaid Ministry 
regarding the corruption reporting system, such as a letter of 
appreciation from the minister, awarding an incentive class, being 
introduced as the top employee, and priority in being appointed to 
managerial jobs or higher jobs.

Free Electricity Costs for Five Million Customers

According to the announcement made by the Grid Management 
Company on 10 September 2022, five million subscribers have 
been subject to zero or free electricity tariffs. Since the beginning of 
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the hot season, nearly 40 million electricity bills have been issued, 
and 16,700,000 subscribers (over 40 percent of subscribers) have 
reduced their consumption compared to the same period last year.

Beginning Construction of 1,592,824 Residential Units

As per the announcement of the Ministry of Roads and Urban 
Development, the 13th Administration has provided land for 
the construction of 1,666,637 residential units since the very 
commencement of the National Housing Movement Plan. The 
provision of lands is underway. Moreover, per the statistics provided, 
until 16 August 2022, the construction of 1,582,824 residential units 
started.

Allocation of IRR20,000bn for Equipping Schools

According to an announcement by the Organization for 
Development, Renovation and Equipping Schools on 11 September 
2022, IRR170,000bn was spent on building schools last year, and 
IRR20,000 were also allocated for purchasing school equipment.

Launching 3285 Employment Schemes for Help Seekers in 

Small Industries Sector

According to the 11 September 2022 announcement of the Imam 
Khomeini Relief Foundation, 3,285 employment plans have been 
launched for help-seekers in the small as well as mining industries. 
Most projects have been implemented in the provinces of Khorasan 
Razavi (302 projects), Hamadan (298 projects), and Hurmozgan (290 
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occupational and industrial projects) provinces. Last year, a total of 
13,834 industrial and mining employment plans were implemented 
for families covered by the said Foundation. Furthermore, 6,174 
handicraft projects were launched by the help-seekers of the 
aforesaid Foundation last year, which is separate from the projects 
implemented in the field of carpets. 500,000 new jobs will be created 
this year.

Distribution of Stationery Packages Among

 Less-Privileged Children

As announced by the mayor of district 9 of Tehran, the distribution 
of stationery among less-privileged children living in the said district 
and other districts has started prior to the start of the new academic 
year. Based on this, the Department of Social Harms of District 9 of 
Tehran, in cooperation with benefactors and the Payam-e Solh-e 
Rahayi Institute, has prepared 500 stationery packages, which 
were distributed there on the eve of the new academic year. These 
educational packages include bags, backpacks, and all kinds of 
stationery. Similar measures have also been taken in other less-
privileged areas.

Providing Tourism Facilities Worth IRR40mn to

 Retired Civil Servants

As per the announcement of the Civil Servants Pension Fund on 
11 September 2022, a travel credit facility worth IRR40mn will be 
granted to pensioners and those still working as civil servants in the 
form of a loan. This bank facility is offered to applicants with a one-year 
repayment period and a four percent fee rate, the repayment of which 
will be deducted from the pensioner’s salary one month after payment.
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Immediate Delivery of 688 Hearing Cochlear Prostheses to 

Implant Centers

According to the announcement of the board of trustees for saving 
currency in the treatment of patients on 13 September 2022, the 
waiting line for receiving hearing cochlear prostheses has reached 
zero, and 688 cochlear implants were handed over to the implant 
centers in the absence of any delays whatsoever.

Allocation of IRR800bn of Credit for the National Cancer 

Prevention Alliance in the 2022 Budget Law

As announced by the Health and Treatment Committee of the 
Islamic Consultative Assembly on 13 September 2022, the 2022 
Budget Law has allocated IRR800bn for the National Cancer 
Prevention Alliance. Subsequently, following the cooperation of the 
Institute of Applied Science Technology Jahad Daneshgahi and the 
private sector, and owing to an investment of more than IRR2200bn, 
all the equipment related to this sector in the hospitals has been 
upgraded and replaced within a short period, i.e., a few weeks.

Possible of Granting Employment Loans up to IRR1bn Without 

Guarantors to Female-Headed Households

As per the 14 September 2022 announcement of the Vice 
Precedency for Women and Family Affairs, following the notification 
of the Government’s enactment on facilitating the guarantee of small 
employment loans for female-headed households, it was decided 
that loans of less than IRR1bn will be granted to this segment of the 
society without the need for a guarantor.
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Provision of Lighting for 600 Tents & Houses of Golestan 

Nomads with Solar Energy

As announced by the Nomadic Affairs Organization of Golestan 
Province on 16 September 2022, 600 solar panels were prepared to 
provide lighting for the tents or residential units of the indigenous 
and nomadic community living in the aforesaid province with the 
help of the Electric Power Distribution Company. Based on this, 
312 solar panels were installed, and the rest were delivered to the 
applicants on 7 October 2022 on the National Day of Village and 
Nomads.

Enjoyment of 27 Families in Tehran with Multiple Newborns 

from Services Provided by Imam Khomeini Relief Foundation

According to an announcement by the Relief Foundation of Tehran 
Province on 18 September 2022, support services were provided 
to 27 Tehran-based families with multiple children (triplets and 
more). Therefore, families with multiple babies (triplets and more) 
will benefit from the services rendered thereto by the aforesaid 
Foundation in the form of livelihood assistance, housing purchase 
allowance, and job creation after examining their needs.

Donating Over 46,000 Sets of Dowry to Financially-Challenged 

Brides

As per the 18 September 2022 announcement of the Imam 
Khomeini Relief Foundation, 46,305 sets of dowry in the form of 
goods and cash have been donated to people covered by the 
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aforesaid Foundation since 21 March 2022. The bride’s dowry 
includes five items of essential goods: a refrigerator, gas stove, 
washing machine, vacuum cleaner, and television, all of which are 
provided to the target community. 

Free Treatment of 220 Babies with Congenital

 Diseases of Spinal Cord

As announced by the Iranian Neuro-Urology Committee on 19 
September 2022, over the past 2 years and during the COVID-19 
pandemic, 400 babies with congenital diseases of the spinal cord 
have been identified, of which 220 patients were treated free of 
charge. According to a report presented by the aforementioned 
Committee, out of every 1000 live births in Iran, 1.5 babies have 
congenital spinal cord defects in the lumbar region and have 
bladder disorders.

Exemption from Military Service of one of the Sons of Female-

Headed Households

Per the announcement released by the Family and Women’s 
Empowerment Office of the State Welfare Organization on 20 
September 2022, one of the male children of single mothers who 
are covered by the Imam Khomeini Relief Foundation and the State 
Welfare Organization is exempted from mandatory military service.
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Insurance Coverage of Major Part of Medical Expenses of 

Persons With Disabilities

According to the  21 September 2022 announcement of the 
State Welfare Organization, the central part of the treatment 
and rehabilitation costs of persons with disabilities is covered by 
insurance following the conclusion of an MoU between the SWO 
and the Iranian Health Insurance Organization. Based on this, 70% 
of the cost of rehabilitation services in non-governmental centers is 
covered by insurance.
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
